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Health Insurance Coverage in America
— 2008 Data Update —

This set of tables provides detailed information about health insurance coverage of the U.S. nonelderly
population in 2008. They are based on the most current information available—the Census Bureau’s
March 2009 Supplement to the Current Population Survey (the Annual Social and Economic Supplement).
For additional information on the factors that influence whether people have health insurance and
information on trends in health insurance coverage, see The Uninsured: A Primer.

In addition, two national tables describe health insurance coverage among workers (age 18-64) and
examine uninsured workers by these additional factors:

e work status

® business size

e occupation, and
e industry.

Detailed state-level tables (based on two-year averages of 2007 and 2008 data) provide the health
insurance distributions for each state’s total nonelderly population, as well as children, adults, (also parents
vs. adults without dependent children) and the low-income population. State uninsured rates for children
and adults by poverty level are also provided. Data for all tables were produced by the Urban Institute and
the Kaiser Commission on Medicaid and the Uninsured.
